“6 COATS A DAY SYSTEM”

1st Coat
Poliglass should be thinned with thinner 203 by 50-100% depending on wood absorption, allowing the varnish to penetrate into the wood. Allowing 15-20 minutes between coats.

2nd Coat 
Without rubbing down after the application of the 1st coat, apply 2nd coat of Poliglass again thinned with thinner 203 by 50-100% to cover the grain.

3rd Coat 
Again without rubbing down, if the wood requires another thinned coat for wood absorption apply another thinned coat by 50-100%, if this is not required apply a coat of Poliglass thinned by only 

10-15% with the flowing thinner 205.
4th, 5th , 6th Coat 
Without rubbing down in between, all additional coat to be applied thinned with thinner 205 by 

10-15% to gain desired build up of the varnish. (Further coats can be applied as desired)

7th Coat
